DISC GOLF RULES
TEE THROW
Tee throws must be completed within or 
behind the designated throw area. 

THROWING ORDER
After teeing o�, the player whose disc is 
farthest from the hole always throws first. 
The player with the least amount of 
throws on the previous hole is the first to 
tee o� on the next hole.

COMPLETION OF THE HOLE
A disc that comes to rest in the Disc 
Basket or chains constitues successful 
completion of that hole.

GENERAL INFORMATION
WHAT IS “DISC GOLF”?
Disc golf is similar to regular golf; 
however, instead of using golf clubs and 
balls aiming for a hole, Disc golf players 
use golf discs and aim for a Disc Pole Hole, 
a pole extending up from the ground with 
chains and a basket where the disc lands. 
The object of the game is to complete 
each hole with the fewest number 
of throws.
